
 

 

ROUGH DRAFT OF 2011-2012 DHS BAND/GUARD CALENDAR 
May 3, 2011 at 1pm was a the high school calendar meeting.  Please know this is a rough draft.  Yet, the structure 
of the 2011-12 school year will be similar to previous school year.  We will focus on marching band for first quarter 
of school - knowing full well that the season ends third week of November; attempting to accommodate the needs of 
students.  The next three quarters will focus on concert band.  Percussion Course will again include 
WINTERPERCUSSION.  Winterpercussion generally is January until first week of April.  Again, this is a rough 
draft.   If this schedule seems a bit ‘intense,’ I invite you to look at:  JAMES LOGAN; AMADOR VALLEY;

Percussion Rehearsal - August 4,5 8am-12pm DUBLIN HIGH SCHOOL BAND ROOM 
Leadership Retreat (Band Council)  - August 4/5 7pm -10pm August 6  9am-4pm (we may go to Carmel for the 
August 5th ; spend the night and come home August 6th by 5:30pm - waiting for approval)  
Band Camp (includes COLOR GUARD)  August 8-12, 2011  8am-4pm  DUBLIN HIGH SCHOOL  
 
Monday Night Rehearsals 
With exception of HOLIDAYS & vacations (teacher workdays ARE NOT holidays!!!), the band/color guard will 
meet every Monday night from 7pm-8:30pm (GUARD WILL GO UNTIL 9PM).  First Monday night rehearsal will 
be August 22nd and the last Monday night rehearsal  will be May 14th.  There will be no Monday night Rehearsals in 
APRIL 2012.  If student is in DUBLIN HIGH SCHOOL SPORTS - as with all rehearsals -  we just need to know 
WELL IN ADVANCE about absences.  However, we do expect students to attend majority of these rehearsals.  It is 
a class.  Rehearsals are a part of grade.  Yet, we do want the students to be involved in other school-sponsored 
activities.     
 
COLOR GUARD schedule  
With the marching band on Monday nights and Saturdays;  Wednesdays COLOR GUARD ONLY   7pm-9pm   
Winterguard rehearsals begin Wednesday November 2nd  7pm-9pm; and those rehearsals will be Monday and 
Wednesday Nights 7pm-9pm.   
 
Saturday Rehearsals  
For the first quarter of the school year, there will be Saturday Rehearsals (August 27; Sept. 10, 17, 24; October 1, 8, 
15, 22).
